Telephone Helpline

Both the Terrence Higgins Trust (THT) and the London Lesbian
and Gay Switchboard (LLGS) will run free helplines. The type of
call will determine which agency will help you. Gay and bisexual
men who have specific concerns about HIV will be directed to THT
and those who have general concerns about sexual health and
well being will be directed to LLGS.

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Mass Media

THT has been awarded this contract, which means that all the
media campaigns that you will see in the gay press about HIV,
sexual health, condom use and information about things such as
PEP will be devised and managed by them.

All booklets about HIV, sexual health and other related issues
that you might pick up in bars or clubs will be written and managed
by GMFA.

HIV Treatments Health Trainers and Treatment
Publications

This is a new contract that will see specialist HIV health trainers
based in clinics across London. These positions have been
created to offer people living with HIV support on matters such
as HIV treatments and possible side effects. THT and NAM will
provide this service, which will complement the work done by HIV
clinicians and clinical specialists, but will not offer support around
welfare issues such as housing and benefits. You should expect
an invitation to attend a ‘life check’ over the next few months if
you are living with HIV. The HIV treatment publications will also
be produced by THT and NAM and will see booklets about HIV
treatments being available to you soon.

We aim to provide
a service that is as comfortable as possible, including pre and post
test discussions and believe that providing gay and bisexual men
with a greater choice of how and when they want to test is a step in
the right direction towards reducing undiagnosed HIV infection.”

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Sexual abuse

caseworker
at Galop

Sexual abuse — it’s never easy
to talk about, but there’s a new
service at Galop that can make
finding help a bit easier.

Often gay and bisexual men
don’t feel able to tell anyone
they’ve experienced sexual
abuse, especially the police.
Galop has a new sexual abuse
caseworker who can help
LGBT victims of sexual violence
make anonymous reports to
the police and get support and
advice about sexual abuse.

Galop can also help people
who are experiencing
intimate or domestic violence.
Approximately one in every
four gay, lesbian, bisexual,
and transgender people will
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experience domestic abuse
which can be sexual, emotional,
or financial as well as physical
in nature.

Lesbian, gay, bisexual, and
trans people have legal

rights and protections when

it comes to sexual abuse and
domestic violence. Anyone
can be the victim of sexual
crime, regardless of gender
or sexuality. Metropolitan
Police LGBT Liaison Officers,
Sapphire Units, and Sexual
Assault Referral Centres
(The Havens) are trained to
work with LGBT people and
take all reports of sexual abuse
seriously — even if the abuse
happened in the past.
Galop’s sexual abuse
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caseworker can provide victims
with information about these
services and can help people
talk to police and the Havens if
they wish.

Galop can take reports of
homophobic and transphobic
hate crimes and sexual abuse,
and can pass these reports
onto the police through a

third party reporting scheme.
Victims don’'t have to speak to
police or give out any personal
details in order for incidents to
be recorded and investigated.

Galop also provides free and
confidential information, support
and assistance without any
obligation or pressure to involve
police through the Shoutline
